Four essentials in accomplishing a dream for the glory of God!

The Plans

Vs. 11-13 — “Then David gave his son Solomon the plans for the portico of the temple, its
buildings, its storerooms, its upper parts, its inner rooms and the place of atonement. He gave
him the plans of all that the Spirit had put in his mind for the courts of the temple of the Lord and
all the surrounding room, for the treasuries of the temple of God and for the treasuries for the
dedicated things.”

It is essential to understand that God is the Dream-Giver. And, when God gives you a dream, He
will give you very specific plans for how to accomplish His dream.

The Preparation

Vs. 19 — “‘All this’, David said, ‘I have in writing from the hand of the Lord upon me, and He
gave me understanding, in all the details of the plan.’”

When God gives us a dream, it is important to prepare ourselves for accomplishing His plan.
When God gives a dream, He also gives the timing. Our calling is to be ready!

The Power

Vs. 20 — “David also said to Solomon his son, ‘Be strong and courageous, and do the work. Do
not be afraid or discouraged, for the Lord God, my God, is with you. He will not fail you or
forsake you until all the work of the service of the temple of the Lord is finished.’”

We must never forget that God is always with us as we endeavor to accomplish His dreams.
God’s power will lead us, guide us and fill us until His work is accomplished.

The People



Vs. 21 — “The divisions of the priests and Levites are ready for all the work on the temple of God
and every willing man skilled in any craft will help you in all the work. The officials and all the
people will obey your every command.”
